The Center has hosted presidents and sports fans. In 
1970, President Richard Nixon held an event in support of 
Ronald Reagan’s gubernatorial reelection campaign here.

Association’s Anaheim Amigos—have called the Center 
home over the past five decades. 

The Anaheim Convention Center has expanded 
numerous times to accommodate more guests, including 
major additions in 1974, 1982, 1990, 1993, 1998 and 2000. 
Today, events such as the NAMM Show, Disney’s D23 Expo 
and BlizzCon are held here, making it one of Southern 
California’s premier venues.
